Meeting Minutes 
 
Old Business: 
 
No old business was discussed at the meeting. 
 
New Business: 
 
Dave A. is selling rolls of the newest issue circulating coins.  He has 2025 Women’s quarters for $12.50/roll and the new 2026 Mayflower quarters for $13/roll.    
 
Ken discussed the upcoming Front Range Coin Club Spring Coins and Collectibles show, which is scheduled for March 14-15, 2026 at the Boulder County Fairgrounds.  Ken reported that all tables are sold out, and over 1500 postcard reminders have been sent out.  Ken passed out signup sheets for volunteers to help with various show activities.   
 
President’s Corner 
 
President Dave Jaeger discussed the silver and gold price drop recently.  This was due to backwardation on COMEX, which raised margin requirements to take silver from $120 to $65 to lose contracts.  The appointment of Kevin Warsh as the Fed Chairman, who favors a stronger US dollar, also influenced the price of gold and silver downward.  Could be a good buying opportunity.  American Silver Eagles (ASE), which are being sold at a premium currently (~$98/ea), and 90% constitutional silver are always in demand. 
 
Presentation(s) 
 
Paul DeFilice of ANACS grading, talked about ANACS and answered questions at the February meeting.   
 
ANACS attended 400 coin shows last year and have 21 regional representatives across the country.  The reps provide a personal, face-to-face touch to submissions and the show-to-show delivery saves money on shipping.  ANACS has 8 graders and each coin is reviewed by a Senior Grader.  Even with these extra services, ANACS is usually cheaper than PCGS, NGC, or CACG, which can save collectors and dealers money on submissions that can be used to get that next coin.   
 
Because some of the coin graders have been working at ANACS for 30+ years, their grading is very consistent, and they have avoided “Gradeflation” that can affect the other coin grading services.  He indicated that ANACS graders see more coins in a week than most people will see in a lifetime.  They routinely see counterfeit coins each week, especially the 1916 D Mercury dime and the 1932 D quarter.    
 
ANACS does not currently grade currency, but is potentially looking into grading sports cards in the next 18-24 months.                           
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Treasurer’s Report 
 
Bob L. reported the club bank account balance was $20,099.35.  Also, he reminded members that club dues for 2026 are due.

Coin and Currency News 
 
On Thursday, Feb. 26, the United States 
Mint released the 2026-W Proof American 
Silver Eagle and the 2026 Congratulations 
Set, which includes a 2026-P Proof American Silver Eagle presented in gift-themed packaging. Both products became unavailable within minutes of launch, with the West Point–minted coin lasting the longest at roughly 17 minutes.
